*All entries must be registered by Monday, November 2, 2020.  

*Entries are limited to delivery on Sunday, November 15th, between 1:00pm - 4:00pm CST.  

 
All Gingerbread Entries are to be on exhibit at SKyPAC until Saturday, November 21st to qualify for the 
People’s Choice Award.  Award Winning entries will remain on display at SKyPAC through Monday, 
December 14th.

RULES-Entries that do not follow these rules will not be judged. 

 Entries must be originals and cannot be made from a kit.  

 Entries must be on a covered, sturdy square, or rectangle base. 

 Maximum size of base cannot exceed 24” x 24” total. There are no height restrictions. 

 Structure must primarily be made out of Gingerbread.  

 A minimum of 30% of the entry must have visible gingerbread. 

 Premade gingerbread is acceptable, but cannot be built to look like the kit. Houses built from kits 

are ineligible for awards. 

 All visible parts must be edible, with the exception of the base and battery-operated lighting.   

 Candies must be unwrapped.  

 The theme is “Holiday/Winter” – Use your creativity!  All designs welcome! 

 Entries will be viewed from all directions on 6 ft. tables.
