Steeple, debuted at Number Eight on the Billboard 200, was named iTunes 2014 Christian Album of the 
Year, garnered multiple radio hits, a GRAMMY nomination for “Come As You Are,” a Grand Ole Opry 
debut, a Dove Award and multiple nods and numerous K-LOVE Fan Award Nominations.  American 
Prodigal, the GRAMMY nominated follow-up album released in 2016, landed at Number One on the 
Christian & Gospel Album Chart, Number Three on the Digital Albums Chart, Number Five on the Top 
Albums Billboard Chart, and Number Twelve on the Top 200 Billboard Chart.  “All My Hope” brought
