In 2020, with the assistance of the Warren County Fiscal Court and Judge Michael O. Buchanon,
Orchestra Kentucky assumed management of the Southern Kentucky Performing Arts Center
(SKyPAC). The new organization, which also includes BG Onstage and the Ramsey Theatre
Company, is titled Arts of Southern Kentucky, and is led administratively and artistically by
Jeffrey Reed.
